We are happy to announce an opportunity for you to leave your
permanent mark at Saint Mary Parish. It's the A Brick and a Prayer
initiative, a border of personalized, etched bricks that will be laid at the
entrance of the church.

SAMPLE IDEAS:

* Bricks will be placed on the perimeter of the courtyard,

just outside the entrance of the church (replacing the
temporary pavers that are there now).

THE DETAILS:

Bricks are available for donations of $150 to $200,
depending on the number of text lines:
One line = $150, Two lines = $175, Three lines = $200

Bricks have space for 15 characters/spaces per line
(including letters, spaces, and punctuation).
Example:

St. Mary Parish = 15 (12 letters, 1 period, 2 blank spaces)

A limited supply of only 800 bricks is available.

Commonly Asked Questions:

How many lines and spaces are you allowed on each brick? Does punctuation count?

You are allowed up to 3 lines per brick and up to 15 characters/spaces per line. All letters, blank spaces, and
punctuation count as a character/space. Inscriptions will be centered, will appear in all-capital letters, and can contain
only punctuation that can be found on a standard keyboard.

What if there is an error in spelling?
A “proof” (mock-up of your message) will be e-mailed to you for your approval/edits. If we don’t hear from you within
ten days, we will presume your message is approved.

Where will my brick be placed?

Engraved bricks will be installed in groups of 50 or more at a time, replacing temporary pavers on the three-sided
border that wraps around the courtyard. Bricks will be placed as donations are received, so we are unable to
accommodate personal requests for specific location placement.

If | purchase more than one brick, will they be installed together?
We will do our best, but we cannot guarantee that they will be side by side.

How will my donation be used?
Contributions will be used for the Major Repair and Projects Fund, which is currently needed for unexpected costs such
as replacing the bricks of the entry courtyard, repairing the sidewalk, and installing a new church boiler.

What forms of payments are accepted?
Cash, check, and Visa/MasterCard. Please make checks payable to St. Mary Parish.

All donations for the A Brick and a Prayer initiative will be included in the Annual Contribution Tax Statement that will be
sent in January.
